Robert Flynn JCP & L. - Not too much going on. We have replaced 2 poles

in the town. One update that we will be doing is LED lighting for the poles.
This will take place in the next 2-5 years. We will also after that, be
looking at what we consider smart energy. This is if there is an outage

at your house we can pinpoint exactly where the outage is and if you are

the only one affected or is it coming from other areas. This will be

coming to New Jersey after we do the change over with the LED lighting.

The Clerk asked when we will be getting the poles changed over outside
our building. When you deicde to do the change over please let us know.

We have a doctors office right next to us and they will need to know when
the power will be off.

There is one other pole in town that will be replaced. Councilman Lorenzo
said on the corner of Washington and South Salem Street there is the

cross bar at the top of the pole that broke and may come down. Bob

said he will get someone out there right away.

The Mayor asked if the LED is going to be a cost to the town? We don't
know yet. We are working all that out. As we being to finalize this
changeover I will be coming back to you and letting you know what it will
mean for the town. The LED streetl ights have different levels of
brightness the Mayor said. The Mayor asked if the town hall and firehouse
want to go to LED is JCP&L offering any promotional discounts? Bob said
he will find that out. Right now we are just in the beginning stages of
implementation. I will keep you updated.

Bob said there are alot of lights throughout all these towns that we are

not charging for. We have to take that into consideration. We have to reassess
all our lights in every town. Councilman Glass asked how the smart energy
will work. I don't know much about it yet, but it will all be digital

readings. There will be a lot of technology improvements.

Once we get more guidance then I will be able to bring that to you. The
Clerk said there are a few lights in here that are dark. I don't want to
see those lights get darker.



JCPE&L Continued -  Councilman Lorenzo asked about his meter because it just

got changed. Is that part of your company? Yes. We are changing out some
meters.
